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Summary

The article is devoted to the choral culture of Great Britain and Germany in the second half
of the 18" — first half of the 19" century and touches on the emergence of the first choral societies
and choral festivals. The article gives special consideration to the question of repertoire, which,
among other things, lets to trace the succession of the activities of the Berlin singing academy
in the revival of the legacy of J. S. Bach in the 19" century. The article presents quantitative
compositions of collectives, which make it possible to judge the development of this aspect
of choral performance in the period under consideration. The interrelations in the formation
of the choral culture of European countries are traced based on the documents of the epoch
and the latest foreign studies.
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
